Matthew is married with two young children, and a keen cricketer.  In 2011 he co-authored “Masters of Nothing” with fellow new MP, Nadhim Zahawi.  The book explores the human behaviour that caused the financial crash and the changes needed to ensure it doesn’t happen again.
